This inaugural edition  of the Lunhaw Awards was organ ized by 
the City Agriculturist õs  Office (CAO), the City Enviroment and 
Natural Resources  Office (CENRO), the Davao Association of 
Colleges and Schools (DACS), the Davao City Water District 
(DCWD) and the Interface Development Interventions (IDIS).  
For 2012, the Awards is being co-chaired by Jimmie Loe dela 
Vega (DACS) and Mary Ann Fuertes (IDIS). 

 

Launched in June 2012, the Awards attracted a total of 21 entries. 
These were judged according to the following criteria: 
enviro nmental benefits, economic benefits, use of renewable 
energy, replicability, durability and continuity, and innovation.  

 

From the 21, the Lunhaw Awards Secretariat narrowed down 
the list to 15 entries. These fifteen were then visited by a 3-person 
panel of judges, headed by local organic food pioneer  and social 
activist, Mila Teves. 

 

Last December, during the citywide Organic Day Celebration, 9 
winning entries were announced by the Lunhaw Award 
Secretariat. The winners were presented with a troph y made out 
of recycled materials , plus a cash prize of P5,000.0

established over the years, winners for three consecutive years 
will be  conducted into Davao City õs Hall of Fame of Best 
Practitioners in Environment ally Sound/Sustainable Lifestyles.
